Meal Plan- MAP (Breakfast and Dinner)

Day 01: Arrive Guwahati (Early Morning Recommended) — Dirang (300
km / 8-9 hrs)

Arrive at Guwahati in the morning and embark on a scenic drive to Dirang. En
route, you will cross into Arunachal Pradesh at Bhalukpong, where your Inner
Line Permit will be verified.

Check in to your hotel on arrival.

Overnight stay in Dirang.

Terrain: Plains + Hills

Day 02: Dirang — Tawang (150 km / 5-6 hrs)
After breakfast, proceed towards Tawang with enchanting stops along the way:

e Jaswant Garh War Memorial — dedicated to the brave soldier Jaswant
Singh Rawat of the 1962 Sino-Indian War.

e Sela Pass (13,700 ft) — snow-clad and breathtaking, one of the highest
motorable passes in the world.

e Nuranang Falls (Jang Falls) — among the most spectacular waterfalls in
Arunachal Pradesh.
On arrival in Tawang, check in and relax.



Overnight stay in Tawang.
Terrain: Mountains

Day 03: Excursion to Bumla Pass & Lakes

(Travel by local cab on direct payment basis)
Post breakfast, embark on a full-day excursion around Tawang:

e Bumla Pass (16,500 ft) — located on the Indo-China border, steeped in
history from the 1962 war, and believed to be the entry route of the Dalai
Lama into India. A surreal, often snow-covered landscape.

e Sangetsar Lake (Madhuri Lake) — a high-altitude glacial lake formed after
the 1950 earthquake, famous for its raw beauty and spiritual significance.

e Pangateng Tso Lake (P.T. Tso) — a pristine glacial lake surrounded by
mountains, 17 km from Tawang.
Return to Tawang by evening.
Overnight stay in Tawang.
Terrain: Mountains

Day 04: Tawang Local Sightseeing — Bomdila (190 km / 6-7 hrs)
After breakfast, explore key landmarks of Tawang:

e Tawang Monastery (Gaden Namgyal Lhatse) — a 400-year-old monastery,
second largest in India, home to 700+ monks.

e Urgelling Monastery — revered as the birthplace of the 6th Dalai Lama.

e Tawang War Memorial — a 40-ft high structure honoring the 2,420 soldiers
who laid down their lives in 1962.



Later, drive to Bomdila.
Overnight stay in Bomdila.
Terrain: Mountains

Day 05: Bomdila — Guwahati (360 km / 8-9 hrs)

After breakfast, visit Bomdila Monastery, a serene center of Buddhism with
spectacular Himalayan views, including Kangto and Gorichen peaks.

Then, drive back to Guwahati. On arrival, check in at the hotel and relax.
Overnight stay in Guwahati.

Terrain: Mountains + Plains

Day 06: Departure from Guwahati

After breakfast, if time permits, visit the sacred Maa Kamakhya Temple, one of the
most important Shakti Peethas in India. Later, transfer to Guwahati Airport /
Railway Station for your onward journey.
